    Have arrangements been made for a home warranty?


Exterior
    Are window and/or screens damaged or missing?

    Is any water ponding or puddling near the building?

    Is there new deterioration or damage to doors, decks, siding or fences?

    Is there any additional damage to siding, decks, railings or other exterior elements?


Roof
    Are there new signs of leaks or other roof damage?

    Are gutters and downspouts in good repair with no signs of leaking?



Garage
    Does the door and opener operate properly?

    Is the opener remote control(s) available and functioning?

    Is there damage to wall surfaces that was previously concealed?

    Have any stains/previous damage become larger/worse or is there new damage?

    Are there any cracked window panes or mirrors?

    Is there condensation between the glass on multi-pane windows?

    Is there any sloping and/or unevenness of the floor that was previously undetected?

    Have any permanent fixtures been removed or damaged?

    Are the carpets stained, floors damaged or floor tiles cracked or chipped?

    Have you checked all lights/switches for operation?

    Have you operated all ceiling fans?

    Are smoke detectors operable?

    Does the doorbell work?


Plumbing
    Are there any new drain and/or faucet leaks?

    Is the water heater operating?


Heating & Cooling
    Have you operated all controls to acquaint yourself with the operation?

    Does the furnace work?

    Have you operated the Air Conditioner? (Only operate cooling system if over 65 degrees outside)

    Is there adequate air flow from each register?


Other Items
    Have you operated built-in vacuum system?

    Has seller demonstrated the sprinkler system?

    Has seller explained maintenance/operation of water conditioners/filters?

    Do you have the names and phone numbers of companies providing yard-care, pool/spa maintenance and other repairs/services.
