The newly formed New Hampshire Coalition for Licensing Home Inspectors (NHCLHI) held a public meeting on Monday, 11/27/06 in Concord, NH.  This public meeting was open to all home inspectors, to answer questions about the Coalition's position as well as to invite home inspectors to join the Coalition.

This Coalition was initially created by a handful of inspectors from several different inspection associations, as a response to a recently submitted home inspector bill.

The Coalition disagrees with multiple, fundamental issues of this submitted bill, and was subsequently established to present a different bill to New Hampshire State Legislators regarding the licensing of home inspectors, and to monitor and participate in any future legislative actions that may affect our profession.

The Coalition's fundamental points are as follows:

1.  ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:
(a)  Minimum of 80 hours prior education.
(b)  Pass the National Home Inspector exam or equivalent.  (Initial applicants will probably have 2 years to pass the test.)
(c)  20 hours per year of continuing education.  (Most national HI organizations already require this.)
(d)  No grandfathering clause.  (Everyone is treated equally.)
(e)  No apprenticeship requirements.

2.  HOME INSPECTOR BOARD:
(a)  Board has rulemaking & disciplinary authority.
(b)  Board will be comprised of 5 members (4 home inspectors, 1 public member).
(c)  Home Inspector Board Members must be active home inspectors and have a minimum of 10 years home inspection experience.

Due to time constraints (in regards to submitting bills to the NH Legislature), the Coalition is scheduling a second meeting for Coalition Members to discuss Coalition strategy and goals as well as finalizing the Coalition's bill.
